Section 32 subsection 12 of the 1991 Constitution of Sierra Leone (Act No 6 of 

1991) directs as follows: 

 

“The Chief Electoral Commissioner shall submit a report on the programme 

and work of the Electoral Commission at least once a year to the President, and 

a copy of such report shall be laid before Parliament”

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Executive Summary 
 
The National Electoral Commission (NEC) has made another significant 
milestone in it’s strive to consolidate peace and strengthen democratic 
principles by successfully conducting the 2008 Local Government Elections 
(LGE) in Sierra Leone. 
 
Once again the realization of NEC’s Seven Steps Reform Matrix became very 
instrumental in the conduct of the City Councils and Ward elections which 
strengthens local democracy, governance, decentralization and equitable 
distribution of resources in the country. 
 
The Post Election Assessment Retreat and 2007 Election Audit which 
captured the Commission’s past operational activities (2007), strengths, 
weaknesses, opportunities and threats, made recommendations which 
proved useful in the successful conduct of the Local Government Elections. 
 
Also, the Post Local Government Election Retreat (POLGER) served as an 
instrument not only to reflect on the 2008 Local Government Elections, but 
also as a catalyst to prepare for the marathon elections of 2012, when the 
local capacity and technical expertise of the Commission will be put to the 
test once again. 
 
Generally, the processes of Ward Boundary Delimitation, Nomination of 
candidates, Update of the Voter Register and Polling were well administered 
in the fourteen electoral districts. The Departments of Operations and 
Finance and Administration and their respective Units provided needed 
operational, financial and administrative assistance which contributed 
greatly to the overall success of the elections. 
 
The Commission in its strive to maintain peace and stability worked 
harmoniously with the Office of National Security (ONS), in ensuring that 
the processes and the conduct of the 2008 LGE polls were well secured. The 
Sierra Leone Police (SLP) the Republic of Sierra Leone Armed Forces 
(RSLAF), the National Fire Force and Prisons Department formed the 
backbone of the security operations for NEC. 
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The Commission is grateful for the level of financial support from 
International donors and the Government of Sierra Leone, which largely 
contributed to the successful conduct of the elections. 
 
The United Nations Electoral Assistance Team provided needed technical, 
administrative and logistical support to NEC in the fourteen electoral 
districts. Their assistance helped build the capacity of staff and the drive to 
professionalism. It is anticipated that after adequate staff capacity building 
and institutionalization, the Commission, like developed democracies, will 
be more self reliant in conducting subsequent elections with little or no 
support from international experts. 
 
In its realization of the 7-Steps Reform Matrix, on Infrastructural 
development, the Commission is making headway in the construction of its 
modern complex headquarters at Tower hill, Freetown, with the hope of 
having it completed in 2009.  
 
The Commission has also been networking with other Electoral 
Management Bodies in the areas of capacity building, professionalism and 
participated in various international elections observations for experience 
sharing and informed judgments on how elections in other countries are 
held.   
 
In conclusion, the 2008 Local Government Elections was another significant 
milestone in the democratization process of the country and a vital building 
block in consolidating the hard won peace. The election further marked a 
concrete step to positive development in Sierra Leone and setting the pace 
for economic stability and social hegemony. Generally, the activities 
undertaken by the Commission were a giant step forward in its 
determination to fully attain international standards. 
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1.0 INTRODUCTION 
 

The National Electoral Commission 
 
The National Electoral Commission (NEC) is the sole authority with the 
constitutional mandate (under section 33 of the 1991 Constitution, Act No. 
6 of 1991) to prepare and conduct all public elections and referenda i.e. 
Presidential, Parliamentary and Local Government Elections. 

 
The functions vested in the NEC by the 1991 Constitution include: 
 

• The conduct of all public elections and referenda; 
• The registration of voters; 
• The demarcation of constituencies with the approval of parliament; and, 
• Making regulations for the efficient performance of its functions.  

 
The Constitution guarantees the independence of the Commission in the 
performance of its functions by stating that it “shall not be subject to the 
direction or control of any person or authority.” 
 

The Board of Commissioners is the oversight and policy-making body, 
responsible for the overall supervision and control of the process of 
elections.  This includes making overall assessment of the electoral process, 
interacting with government, the n community, donors and the general 
public. The Commission welcomed three new members during the period 
under review.

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1.1 Administrative Secretariat 
 
The Commission has an Administrative Secretariat headed by the Executive 
Secretary. The Administrative Secretariat has three departments:  
 

• Internal Audit  
The Audit Department examines the effectiveness of all levels of 
management in their use of the Commission’s resources for compliance 
with established policies and procedures.  

 
• Administration and Finance  

The Finance and Administration Department is responsible for ensuring 
that effective and efficient administrative support is provided to the NEC 
for its day-to-day operations. It consists of two units i.e. Administration 
and Personnel unit and the Finance unit. 
 

• Operations  
The Department of Operations is responsible for developing the general 
electoral operational plan, as well as ensuring its implementation. It has 
five units: Procedures, Training and Capacity Building Unit, Information 
Technology Unit, Public Outreach and External Relations Unit, Logistics 
and Procurement Unit and Field Coordination and Reporting Unit and 14 
District Electoral Offices. 

 
1.2 District Electoral Offices 
 

Each of the 14 District Electoral Offices is headed by a District Electoral Officer 
(DEO), who reports to the Director of Operations through the Field 
Coordination and Reporting Unit. The DEOs in the regional HQ towns of 
Freetown (for the Western Area), Bo (for the Southern Region), Makeni (for the 
Northern Region) and Kenema (for the Eastern Region) were promoted in late 
2007 to Senior District Electoral Officers with oversight responsibility for their 
respective regions. The S/DEO ensures that all activities in the district comply 
with NEC procedures, operational plans and timelines.  The DEO is assisted by 
an Assistant District Electoral Officer, an Office Assistant and a Driver. At the 
peak of electoral operations ad hoc staff members are recruited to serve in 
various capacities: Training Officer, Voter Education Officer, Logistics Officer, 
Ward Coordinators and a large number of Registration/Polling Staff.  
 
Before its restructuring process (2005), staff members of the National Electoral 
Commission were Civil Servants, recruited through the Public Service 
Commission (PSC). However, in accordance with the NEC Act 2002, the 
Commission in August 2005 returned its Civil Servants staff to the 
Establishment Secretary’s office and directly recruited its own permanent staff. 
The restructuring process of NEC is still on-going under its seven steps 
electoral reform programme. 
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2.0 Background to the 2008 Local Government Elections  
 

It is worth noting that the elective aspect of local government was frequently 
suspended by past central governments and replaced with Management 
Committees, whose members were appointed by the government of the day. 
This continued until January 1972, when District councils were abolished; 
while the Freetown City Council and Town Councils had Management 
Committees, which managed their respective affairs until after the 2004 
Local Government elections. 
 
Shortly after the 1996 Presidential and parliamentary elections, the 
Government of Sierra Leone (GoSL) embarked on a programme of 
decentralization and the re-introduction of elected local government 
throughout the country. The Local Government Act of 2004 (Act No. 1 of 
2004) was passed, which re-established 19 Local Councils (i.e. 13 District 
Councils, 5 Town Councils and a City Council in the municipality of 
Freetown).  Local Government elections were conducted on 22 May 2004. A 
Decentralization Secretariat was set up to coordinate the devolution process 
and to provide logistical support and training to local councils. 
 
Following the successful conduct of the 2007 Presidential, Parliamentary 
and Presidential run-off elections, the National Electoral Commission turned 
its attention to organizing the conduct and supervision of the 2008 local 
government elections. Local Government in Sierra Leone revolves around a 
system of 19 local councils, i.e. five (5) City Councils (one in the Freetown 
Municipality called Freetown City Council, and 4 in the provinces, one each 
in Bo, Makeni, Koidu-New Sembehun and Kenema cities); one (1) Municipal 
Council (in the municipality of Bonthe); and 13 District Councils (one in 
each of the 12 provincial districts and western area rural district). While the 
City Councils and the Bonthe Municipal Council have Mayors as heads, 
District Councils have Chairpersons. 
 
The Local Government Act 2004 mandates the conduct of the Local 
Government Elections every four years.  The 5th July 2008 Local Council 
elections were conducted on a partisan basis, using the first-past-the post 
system. Independent candidates were, however, free to contest.  
 
There were two elections conducted simultaneously: one to elect 
Mayor/Chairperson and the other to elect a Councillor(s). Each registered 
elector was given two ballot papers i.e. one for the Mayor/Chairperson of the 
local council; the other for the election of the ward Councillor(s). All votes 
cast in each election were aggregated. The candidate(s) with the highest 
vote(s) casts in the locality or ward were elected Mayor/Chairperson or 
Councillor(s), respectively.  
 
 A total of 19 Mayors/Chairpersons and 456 Councillors were directly 
elected by universal adult suffrage and simple majority in 19 localities and 
394 wards, respectively (A total of 41 councillors, and the Bombali District

Chairperson, were elected unopposed, where the number of candidates 
nominated equalled the number of positions to be elected).  
 
The announcement of the elections results was decentralised, with Electoral 
Commissioners announcing the preliminary results at the regional 
headquarter towns of Bo, Kenema, Makeni and Freetown; while the Chief 
Electoral Commissioner/Chair of NEC, who served as National Returning 
Officer, declared the winning candidates from Freetown.  
 
A programme of inauguration of Mayors/Chairpersons and Councillors was 
implemented by the Ministry Internal Affairs, Local Government and Rural 
Development on the 8th, 9th and 11th August 2008, with the President H. E. 
Dr. Ernest Bai Koroma gracing the occasion.   
 
 

2.1 Importance Of The 2008 Local Government Elections 
 

The Commission recognized the importance of the 2008 Local Government 
elections for the consolidation of the peace process. The 2008 Local 
Government elections were watershed elections in many ways: 
 
• They were the second elections organized by NEC following the departure 

of the UNAMSIL (United Nations Mission in Sierra Leone) peace keeping 
mission (the first being the 2007 elections); 

 
• The successful conduct of the elections was a crucial step forward in the 

consolidation of the peace process; 
 

• They were crucial to the Government of Sierra Leone’s programme of 
decentralization (i.e. functional devolution); 

 
• Finally they were a further test of the NEC’s operational capacity to 

conduct elections in a professional manner.  
 
3.0 Post-Election Assessment Retreat (PEAR) 2007 and Post Local 
Government Election Retreat (PoLGER) 2008  
  
The National Electoral Commission undertook the task of hosting a Post- 
Election Assessment Retreat (PEAR) which captured the Commission’s past 
operational activities (2007) and made recommendations for improvement on 
the recently concluded 2008 Local Government Elections. 
It also conducted the 2008 Post Local Government Election Retreat (PoLGER) 
which served as an evaluation of the election in the run up to the 2012 
national elections. 
  
The PEAR which commenced from 9th to 11th January, 2008, at the Hill Valley 
hotel had participants from the NEC, IFES(International Foundation for 
Elections Systems), NDI (National Democratic Institute), ONS (Office of National 
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Security), PPRC(Political Parties Registration Commission), UNDP and the 
Sierra Leone Police (SLP). 
 
The participants of the retreat included all Commissioners, the Executive 
Secretary, Directors, Units Chiefs and Electoral Officers from the fourteen 
electoral districts. 
 
The Commission saw the post election period between the 2007 Presidential 
and Parliamentary Elections and the 2008 Local Government elections as an 
opportunity to reflect on its strengths, weaknesses, opportunities and threats, 
and take advantage of opportunities to strengthen and sustain the electoral 
management body. 
 
Similarly, the Post Local Government Elections Retreat (PoLGER), held from 1st 
to 5th September, 2008 at the same hotel, involved all permanent staff with the 
aim of mapping the way forward in not only conducting elections but the 
realization of the seven steps reform matrix.    
 
 
  3.1 Aims of the 2007 Post-Election Assessment Retreat (PEAR)  

 

• Evaluate key electoral procedures with the view of making 
recommendations for improvement in the NEC operations; 

• Identify strategies for stronger collaboration with stakeholders in order to 
advance electoral reform and processes; 

• Plan for holding an election audit of the 2007 elections; 
• Formulate integrity control mechanism to maintain the credibility of NEC 

and election administration in the country; 
• Evaluate NEC’s Electoral  Reform package; 
• Commence a strategic thinking/planning process for future election 

exercises; 
• Plan for the Ward Boundary Delimitation exercise; 
• Plan for the 2008 Local Government elections; 
• Evaluate draft operational plan for the local government; elections.  

 
 

3.2 Objectives of the 2008 Post Local Government Elections Retreat         
(PoLGER) 
 
The objectives of PoLGER are to: 

 
• take stock of the Commission’s activities during the 2008 Local 

Government Elections with a view to prepare for the 2012 “marathon 
elections”, that is, Presidential, Parliamentary and Local Government 
Elections; 
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• identify the strengths and weaknesses of the process and make 
recommendations for improvement; 

• change the mindset of the average Sierra Leonean regarding elections; 

• frankly critique the Commission’s activities from within; 

• conduct staff appraisals against the background of the Commission’s 
restructuring process; 

• identify areas of collaboration with the Donor community in the run up 
to the 2012 National Elections. 

 
3.3 Outcome 

 
The conduct of the two post-election assessment retreats was very successful 
in highlighting the key issues relating to electoral management and the way 
forward for pending electoral activities. By all indications, the retreats paved 
the way for correcting certain mistakes of the past elections for a better 
performance during the 2012 Presidential, Parliamentary and Local 
Government Elections.  
 
The retreats were useful tools in identifying not only the strengths and 
weaknesses of the past elections but challenges that could be braved for 
subsequent elections. Recommendations emerged from the retreats which 
could be vital for the institutionalization of the Commission and its 
sustainability. 
 
It further facilitated strategic thinking and planning processes that helped 
build the EMB’s capacity and management abilities.  
 
 

4.0 Ward Boundary Delimitation Exercise 2008 
 

The Local Government Act of 2004 stipulates that Local Government Election 
should be held every four years. 
 
 As a result of this Act, the Commission had set July 5th, 2008 as the date for 
the Local Government Elections.  There are 19 Local Councils (five city councils 
[1 in Freetown Municipality called Freetown City Council, 1 in Bo, Makeni, 
Koidu New Sembehun and Kenema cities, 1 Municipal Council in the 
Municipality of Bonthe] 13 Districts Councils, 1 in each of the 12 provincial 
districts and the Western Area rural District. 
 
 The Act requires that the Local Government Elections should be ward-based.  
The last time the boundaries were redrawn or delimited was in 1956.  The 
responsibility for redrawing electoral wards is given to NEC by both the 
Electoral Laws Act of 2002 and the Local Government Act of 2004.  It therefore 
became NEC’s responsibility to satisfy not only the legal requirements but also 
to address the demographic changes that had taken place in the old wards.   
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The Local Government delimitation process was not as complicated as the 
parliamentary constituency delimitation exercise that took place in 2005-2006.  
The reason had been that the delimitation database was essentially in place.  
The electronic database that was prepared by Statistics Sierra Leone for the 
Constituency delimitation (2005-2006) was used for the ward delimitation with 
some minor alterations.  The Commission was better prepared to undertake the 
ward boundary delimitation process; but not without some challenges. 
 
One of the most important issues that faced the Commission at the time was 
that there was considerably less time and more wards (394) than there were 
constituencies to delimit (112).  
 
Another concern was that there was no legal framework to guide the process of 
redrawing wards for local councils. This framework had to be prepared. 
 
Some sections could not easily be divided to create wards because the 2007 
voter register was based on districts and parliamentary constituencies.  This 
posed real problem in some urban areas; especially in Bo and Kenema where 
the population in some sections was dense. Adequate solutions were found. 
 
A comprehensive report was written to cover all stages of the Ward Boundary 
Delimitation exercise in two volumes. The first volume dealt with the entire 
process and the summary information on each of the 394 wards and the ward 
maps.  The second volume, which is also known as the Meets and Bounds has 
a detailed description of the wards and also includes draft statutory 
instruments relating to the establishment of each locality.  
 
The Local Council Ward Boundaries Delimitation Report was laid before 
Parliament on Tuesday 11th March 2008, as per relevant statutory provisions. 
The report was passed into law on the 8th April 2008 following a debate on a 
private member Motion. 
 
The Commission would not have succeeded in the delimitation process without 
the cooperation and help from all stakeholders, especially Statistics Sierra 
Leone (SSL), the Ministry of Internal Affairs, Local Government and Rural 
Development, Law Officers Department, the international community, donors, 
UNDP and the general public.  
 
5.0 Parliamentary Bye Elections 2008 
 

Following the appointment of four Members of parliament (MPs) as ministers, 
immediately after the presidential and parliamentary elections of 2007, their 
seats became vacant in parliament (Constituency 28-Bombali District, 
Constituency 42 – Kambia District, Constituency 49 - Port Loko District and 
Constituency 103- Western Area Urban). 
 
In accordance with the 1991 Constitution (Section 39 subsection 1) such 
vacancies shall be filled by election within six months. Bye-elections in the 
above constituencies thus took place on the 29th March 2008.  
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The nominations and objections processes took place from 21st – 25th February 
2008, in all the concerned districts. Three Political Parties: the All Peoples 
Congress (APC), the Sierra Leone Peoples Party (SLPP) and the Peoples 
Movement for Democratic Change (PMDC), forwarded candidates for 
nomination in each of the constituencies in the districts where bye-elections 
were conducted; while an Independent candidate was nominated in 
Constituency 42 in Kambia district. 
 
The nomination process went on peacefully with only four objections in 
constituency 42, Kambia district, which were filed for two candidates on the 
grounds of receiving salaries from consolidated funds as serving teachers. The 
process went on and objections were rejected because the objectors failed to 
turn up. The objection process was witnessed by NEW and SLP representatives. 
 
The bye-elections were held on the appointed date and were contested by a 
total of 12 candidates from the APC, SLPP and PMDC, and one Independent 
candidate. The SLPP candidate for Constituency 49, Port Loko district withdrew 
his candidature prior to polling day. 
 
The nominations and polling processes were monitored by Civil Society 
representatives, including NEW (National Elections Watch), while the Sierra 
Leone Police (SLP) provided security.  
 
Furthermore, in order to ensure that the nomination and objection procedures 
were followed, NEC headquarters staff monitored the process at various stages.

5.2 Analysis of the Results 
 

• 222 polling station results were entered into the result database, 
representing 100% of all polling stations in the four constituencies where 
there were vacancies; 

 
• The voter turnout in all the four constituencies was twenty five 

thousand, five hundred and fifty two voters (25,552), representing  a 
percentage turn out of 24.8%; 

 
• The total number of valid votes cast was twenty four thousand, five 

hundred and fifty four ( 24,554); 
 

• There were 998 invalid votes representing 3% of total votes cast. 
 

• The Bye-elections were generally peaceful with Police presence in all the 
polling centres. 
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6.0 Review of Laws and Parliamentary approval of NEC Rules and 
Regulations for the 2008 Local Government Elections. 
 
6.1.1 Overview  
 
This report which exclusively addresses support provided to the NEC outlines 
activities undertaken in line with the mandate of the Electoral Assistance Team 
and encompasses references to the Legal Team, which comprised of the Legal 
Advisor, an international UNV Legal Assistant and a national Legal Retainer.  
 
Following on from the parliamentary and presidential elections in 2007, the 
Legal Advisor was retained through 2007 and oversaw legal activities of the 
National Electoral Commission (NEC), the Political Parties Registration 
Commission (PPRC) and the Electoral Courts (EC) in 2008. 
 
Originally the mandate of the international Legal Advisor was to assist the NEC 
and the Electoral Courts. In January 2008 the PPRC placed a request for legal 
assistance from UNIOSIL and the Legal Advisor was asked to provide that 
assistance. Thereafter the Legal Advisor provided technical assistance to the 
main national Election Management Bodies (EMB’s). This report exclusively 
addresses support provided to the NEC.  
 
6.2 Pre-Polling Phase 
 
Restructuring of the NEC  
 
Through October and November of 2007 the Legal Advisor provided assistance 
to the NEC in relation to restructuring activities. The Standing Orders for the 
Commission were refined and redrafted, based on lessons learned from the 
2007 electoral process. The Commission as a whole was afforded greater 
oversight over the activities of staff, a role previously preformed exclusively by 
the Executive Secretary. The Organogram was redrafted and units were 
expanded and or modified as necessary.    
  
6.3 Boundary Delimitation 
 
Working with the Boundary Delimitation Expert and the Data Management 
Advisor, the Legal Advisor drafted the Wards (Boundary Delimitation) 
Regulations, 2008. The Regulation was required, as no such instrument 
existed for the delimitation of Local Government Wards. The Regulation 
provided the legal basis for the delimitation exercise and reflected the approach 
adopted by the technical advisory team in its execution.   
 
The Regulation was passed by Parliament on 17 January 2008 as 
Constitutional Instrument No. 2 of 2008. 
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6.4 Legal Development 
 
In preparation for the Local Government Elections an analysis was undertaken 
of all relevant laws in order to identify the existing legal framework. It was 
found that apart from a brief reference in the Local Government Act 2004, in 
relation to candidate qualifications and the applicability of voter registration 
provisions contained in the Electoral Laws Act 2002, no actual structure 
existed for the local government elections in relation to ward boundary 
delimitation, candidate nomination and tallying and counting processes.  
 
As such, the Legal Advisor was mandated with the task of drafting the relevant 
regulations and ensuring that they passed through Parliament in a timely 
fashion.     
 
Three regulations were passed into law:  
 
 

1. The Ward Boundary Delimitation Regulation (Constitutional Instrument No. 
2 of 2008, published 17th January 2008); 

2. The Local Government Elections (Nomination of Candidates) Regulations, 
2008. (Constitutional Instrument No. 9 of 2008, published 17th July 2008); 

3. The Electoral Commission (Local Government Elections) Regulation, 2008. 
(Constitutional Instrument No. 6 of 2008, published 26th June 2008). This 
regulation provided for counting and tallying.  

  
The Counting and Tallying Regulation encompassed provisions which allowed 
NEC to establish a National Tally Centre and to undertake recounts, powers 
that the Commission had previously exercised but that were not codified.  
 
The regulations were passed into law in time to support the legal framework for 
the local government electoral process.  
 
6.5 Litigations 
 
6.5.1 Court Case 
 
One court case was filed against the NEC by the SLPP on 13 December 2007. 
The action was filed in the High Court as an Interlocutory Order of Mandamus. 
It requested that the court order NEC to present to the plaintiff all statements 
of results from the Presidential Elections. The NEC Legal Team responded to 
the application by challenging the jurisdiction of the court, on the basis that all 
matters relating to the Presidential elections were the sole jurisdiction of the 
Supreme Court.  
 
The High Court delivered its ruling on 13 February, 2008 in favour of the NEC, 
accepting that the Court did not have jurisdiction in the matter and referring 
the plaintiff to the Supreme Court. The plaintiff subsequently lodged an appeal  
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at the Court of Appeal which again upheld the ruling initially given by the High 
Court. 
 
6.6 Legal Training Course 
 

In consultation with the NEC, a 12 week International and Electoral Law 
course was devised in order to assist the NEC in building internal legal 
capacity, and also to create the first module of a proposed course in electoral 
administration. The course was open to NEC staff and teaching staff from an 
identified college. NEC staff that underwent the training would be competent to 
address legal issues within the Commission. Those teaching staff attending the 
course would, on completion, teach the course to students, building a brains 
trust in electoral law in Sierra Leone. To this end NEC entered into a co-
operative agreement with the Institute of Advanced Management and 
Technology (IAMTECH). Ten students completed the course which was 
developed and taught by the Legal Advisor, who is an expert in International 
Electoral Law. 
 
Electronic and hard copies of all materials including course notes, examination 
papers, answer papers and texts have been handed over in duplicate to NEC 
and IAMTECH so that they can be reproduced for future students.  
  
6.7 Polling Phase 
 
In advance of polling, the Legal Team oversaw the legal requirements for the 
voter registration up-date exercise, candidate nomination and the preparation 
of polling, counting and tallying. To this end, the Legal Advisor liaised with the 
Procedures and Training Advisor in order to ensure that all legal provisions 
were addressed within procedural guidelines.  
 
In relation to polling and post polling activities, the Legal Team formulated a 
complaints procedure allowing NEC to receive and address complaints relating 
to polling day.  
 

 
6.8 Complaints Mechanism  
 

Through a Government Notice, the Commission informed all stakeholders that 
complaints would be received and investigated. Those complaints which alleged 
polling and counting anomalies would be investigated, while those containing 
criminal allegations and allegations against NEC staff would be referred to the 
police and the courts.   
 
All investigations were to be completed prior to the final announcement and 
certification of results. Complainants were informed that the deadline for the 
receipt of complaints was Tuesday, 8 July.  Complaints received after that date 
would not be addressed.  
 
In total 167 complaints were received. Subsequently, materials from 55 Polling 
Stations were investigated for alleged anomalies, with recounts requested in 13 
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Polling Stations. On the basis of those recounts, the results from one (1) Polling 
station were invalidated and excluded from the count.  
 
6.9 Additional Matters 
 

In preparation for the departure of the Legal Advisor, an electronic database of 
all guidance notes, statutes, correspondence and case files created by the Legal 
Advisor and Legal Team during the 2007-2008 electoral processes were 
prepared and handed over to the NEC archive. Hard copies of relevant 
documents were also provided.  
 
6.10 Future Development 
 
6.10.1 Legal Unit 
 

The NEC currently has legal representation in the form of a National Legal 
Retainer. To facilitate his work NEC has established a Legal Affairs Unit within 
the Commission. 
 
6.10.2 Legal Reform 
 

The current legal structure contained in the Electoral Laws Act 2002 requires 
reform. The existing law is extremely detailed to a degree which is almost 
unworkable, but is silent on some salient issues. A reform programme 
including consultation with stakeholders will be required. Oversight by an 
appropriately qualified international consultant is advisable.  

 
Possible areas of reform that NEC would suggest the Constitutional Review 
Commission to consider include:- 

• a revision of the rules relating to political party membership as an 
eligibility criteria to contest presidential elections which breach freedom 
of association norms under international law;  

  
• the power to conduct concurrent Presidential and Parliamentary 

elections is unclear and requires clarification;  
 

• the conduct of paramount chieftaincy and other elections below local 
council jurisdiction. 

 
The NEC will require assistance in bringing these matters forward in the 
coming year. 
 

 
7.0 The 2008 Local Government Elections: In Retrospect  
 
Following the approval of the Kick start strategy Operations plan and Key 
Dates leading to the Local Government Elections, the Commission undertook 
the initiative of implementing the various processes leading to polling, 
Counting, retrieval and announcement of results. These processes were done 
under extreme time pressure. The key activities are summarised below: 
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7.1 Nomination of Candidates  
 

Nomination of candidates for both Chairpersons/Mayors and Councillors ran 
from April 14th to 20th 2008. Political parties and candidates had a thorough 
understanding of the nomination procedures based partly on past experiences 
in the 2007 elections and several sensitization exercises and workshops held in 
various parts of the country. 
 
The process was decentralized with the submission of nomination forms at 
designated Nomination Centres in the districts. Processing of the nomination 
forms was done centrally at the NEC Data Center. 
 
A total of 1,324 candidates were nominated for various positions in the 
country. 60 contested for Mayoral/Chairpersons seats, and 1,264 as 
Councillors. Of this number 39 were uncontested with the APC candidates 
going unopposed and duly elected.  
 
Statistical details are provided in the appendix of this report. 
 
7.2  Update of the Voter Register  

 

This exercise commenced from 29th May to 4th June 2008. It enabled all eligible 
voters who had not registered during the 2007 general elections to exercise 
their franchise. It also paved the way for all those who had reached the age of 
18 years to register as voters for the Local Government Elections. It further 
encouraged individuals who were outside the country last year to register. 
Other cases of concern included transfers from maybe one district or 
constituency to another. 

 
It was the first time the NEC Sierra Leone had undertaken a voter registration 
update. The IT Unit processed 141,858 new registrations and 35,159 Voter 
Transfers. The total number of registered voters on the 2008 Final Register of 
Electors (including those on the 2007 register) is 2,761,423. 
 
In retrospect, the update of voter register, though carried out within a very 
tight timeline was largely a success. (see annex) 

 
7.3  Recruitment Process 
 
A total of 35,175 polling staff were recruited and trained nationwide for the 
Local Government Elections. Polling, counting and retrieval of materials were 
successfully conducted.  
 
7.4 Campaigning 
 

The campaigning of political parties commenced from 9th June to 3rd July, 
2008. A range of campaigning activities, including large rallies were held in the 
provincial headquarter towns of Bo, Kenema, Makeni and the city of Freetown. 
Similar campaigning activities took place in the other ten electoral districts 
with very little disturbances.  
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However, there were reports of few election related violence particularly in the 
city of Bo, Tongo fields, in Kenema district and some areas in Western urban 
and Western rural districts.  The police were very swift in putting the 
skirmishes under control and maintaining calm. 
 
 NEC in collaboration with PPRC ensured that a level playing field existed in 
the campaigning spree. The SLP in collaboration with District Electoral offices 
ensured that campaigning timetable was strictly adhered to by political parties 
and their contestants. Adequate security coverage was provided by the Sierra 
Leone Police in maintaining law and order. 
 
The campaigns of the ruling party, APC and the two main opposition parties, 
SLPP and PMDC dominated the campaign period. While the South Eastern 
regions had a combination of the three main parties in the campaigns, the 
Northern region was dominantly APC with little or no activities related to SLPP, 
PMDC or the NDA. 
 
Generally, the campaign period was peaceful and accommodating to all 
political parties that participated in the Local Government Elections. 
 
7.5 Polling, Counting and Announcement of Results 
 

Polling started at 7:00 am and ended at 5:00 pm as set, all over the country. 
There were 2,670 polling centers and 5,901 polling stations across the 
country. All polling stations were in readiness by 7:00 am to commence polling. 
The Security personnel were in high alert to forestall any polling related 
violence though no major one was really reported.  
 
Generally, voter turnout in the country was relatively low with 1,056,440 voter 
taking part in the elections representing 38.8% of the total registered voters 
(i.e. 2,761,423). The counting process also took place on schedule with the 
participation of party agents, domestic and international observers. Provisional 
results were displayed in all the polling stations in the country for the view of 
the public and copies were given to the party agents. 
 
The Commission retained the process of the production of results as it obtained 
in the 2007 elections and as spelt out in the operational instrument for the 
Local Government Elections, (that is, from the polling station to the polling 
center, to the district office and to the Tally center at the NEC headquarters), 
with each level of polling staff performing the same duties and responsibilities 
at the respective stages. 
 
The Commission, for the first time in the history of elections in Sierra Leone, 
decentralized the announcement of results at regional headquarter towns. 
 
Each Regional Electoral Commissioner announced provisional results in their 
respective regional headquarter towns as they were tallied and forwarded. Once 
the results had been certified, the Commissioners travelled with copies of the 
certified results to the four regions and announced. The final announcement of 
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the results was done by the Chief Electoral Commissioner and Chairperson at 
the Sierra Leone Broadcasting Service (SLBS) in Freetown.  
 
 

8.0 2008 Local Government Elections Security 
 

8.1 Overview 
 

Elections security, from a broad perspective, is the art of providing an overall 
framework of guides, principles, standards, strategies and protocols or 
mechanisms geared towards ensuring a conducive and enabling environment 
for the conduct of free, fair and transparent elections. 
 
The National Electoral Commission (NEC) in it’s strive to maintain peace and 
stability worked concomitantly with the Office of National Security(ONS), in 
ensuring that processes leading to the conduct of the elections were well 
secured. The SLP, RSLAF and other security agencies like the National Fire 
force, Chiefdom Police formed the backbone of the security operations for NEC. 
 
8.2  Planning and Implementation 
     
As was the case in 2007, an electoral security plan was agreed between the 
NEC and the Office of National Security.  The Plan was compiled with the 
assistance of UNIOSIL police advisors and implemented with the help of UN 
EAT and PMU.  Under the Plan, the Sierra Leone Police (SLP) was tasked with 
providing security at various stages of the process.  Security was particularly 
requested at the following key stages of the process: 
 

• Static security (in the form of one police officer per polling station) was 
requested for polling centres for the days before and after polling day as 
well as polling day itself; 

 
• Police escorts were requested for all deliveries of sensitive electoral 

materials from Lungi International Airport to the NEC warehouse in 
Freetown, and from the NEC warehouse to the district capitals. 

 

• 24-hour static security was requested for the NEC HQ in Freetown and 
the NEC’s 14 District Electoral Offices at strategic stages of the process 
and full time for the month of July; 

 
• Roving patrols, particularly in security hot-spots, were requested.  SLP 

decided on the location and frequency of these patrols. 
 

• Staff from the National Ambulance and Fire Force services were trained 
on electoral security. 

 

• Armed response units were requested to be available if required. 
 
An SLP Liaison Officer was deployed to NEC for the duration of the process 
(approximately April-May), and senior staff from the NEC attended weekly 
meetings of the Office of National Security.   In order to bring SLP’s fleet up to a 
position where they could competently execute these tasks, funds for the repair 
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of approximately 50 SLP vehicles and for fuel and rations were made available 
from the Election Basket Fund.  
 
In the same vein, the Republic of Sierra Leone Armed Forces (RSLAF) was 
approached by NEC for the provision of military trucks and drivers for the 
transportation of election materials under SLP escort. Some RSLAF military 
trucks were also repaired using funds from the election basket. A 
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between NEC and the 
RSLAF. 
 
8.3 Activities 
 

There were security presence in the processes of Update of Voter Register, 
Exhibition, Nominations, Campaign period, Polling and Counting, distribution 
and retrieval of sensitive electoral materials in the fourteen electoral districts of 
the country. 
 
Through the concerted efforts of the security personnel, timely distributions of 
electoral materials were undertaken with very little obstacles. All of these set of 
principles or strategies were in most cases the off springs of the SLP, forming a 
unified, robust and encompassing and also a dynamically strategic operational 
plan marching with international standards. 
Generally, the SLP and security operatives successfully policed the conduct of 
the Local Government elections across the country, with little hindrances or 
threats in certain areas. Such a success was as a result of policing strategy 
document that provided guides for the three phases of the process- pre-polling, 
polling and post elections period. 
 
9.0 Funding and Technical Assistance 

 

The 5th July 2008 Local Government Elections were jointly funded by the 
Government of Sierra Leone (GoSL) and the International Community under a 
UNDP managed Electoral Reform Project. 
 

The Elections were jointly funded through a common funding mechanism (or 
Multi-Donor framework) called Joint Donor Basket, established by agreement 
between the Government of Sierra Leone, NEC, UNDP and the Donor 
Community. 
 
Contributing partners included: 
 

• The UK/DFID (Department for International Development) 
• Delegation of the European Commission in Sierra Leone 
• Irish Aid 
• Norway 
• Denmark 
• Japan  

 
The Project Management Unit (PMU) was established with the sole task to 
manage the programme of support in all dimensions in collaboration with NEC.

10.0 Post Local Government Election Action Plan and Networking with 

other Electoral Management Bodies 
 
10.1 Overview 
 

In accordance with its mission and vision statements (and the Electoral Reform 
Project document), the Commission in collaboration with its International 
Partners and Donor Community, through a UNDP managed Basket Fund 
began implementing a comprehensive “Seven Step” electoral reform programme 
in 2005. This comprised among others a restructuring process and the 
capacity or professional development of its staff. The Commission’s electoral 
reform process culminated into the successful conduct of the 11th August 2007 
presidential and parliamentary elections (including the 8th September 2008 
Presidential run-off elections), and the 5th July 2008 Local Government 
Elections. 
 
Immediately following the successful conduct of the Local Government 
Elections (LGE), the NEC (in collaboration with its partners i.e. UN Electoral 
Assistance Team (UNEAT), the Project Management Unit (PMU) and UNDP) 
developed a Post Local Government Elections Capacity Development 
[PLOGECAD] Action Plan. The PLOGECAD Action Plan was formally submitted 
to the Donor community on Monday 18th August 2008.  
 
The aforementioned PLOGECAD Action Plan has two broad components i.e. a 
professional and an infrastructural development component.

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10.3 Networking with other EMBs and Elections Observations 
 

A critical component of the NEC’s Electoral reform package (code named 
Electoral Reform Matrix – 7 Steps) is the development of the professional 
capacity of the Commission and its networking to other Election Management 
Bodies (EMBs) in the sub-region and Electoral International Non-Governmental 
Organizations (INGOs), with a view to share skills (electoral experience and 
possibly electoral commodities).  It was envisaged that the networking with 
other electoral stakeholders would include activities like the following: 
 

• Exchange of visits; 

• Electoral Observation; 

• Attendance of Elections related international workshops; 

• Experience sharing workshops. 

Following the formation of ECONEC (ECOWAS Network of Electoral 
Commissions), the NEC has vigorously pursued its networking programmes 
with other EMBs both in Africa and outside. The following networking 
programmes are worthy of note. 

• The Chair of NEC attended an ECONEC Coordinating Committee Meeting 
in Abidjan, Cote D’Ivoire – 11th to 12th August 2008. 

• Between October and November 2008, the Commission completed an 
attachment programme for its staff members to the Electoral 
Commission in Ghana.  

• One Electoral Commissioner and the Director of Operations attended the 
ECOWAS Electoral Assistance Activities Evaluation Meeting in Lome, 
Togo – 27th to 28th October 2008. 

• Five Commissioners, the Director of Operations and two SLP officers 
attended the 17th annual conference of the Association of Central and 
Eastern European Election Officials (ACEEEO) held in Constanta, 
Romania – 11th to 13th September 2008. 

• Some Commissioners and some members of staff also served as 
international observers with various international observation missions 
(ECOWAS, Commonwealth, Carter Foundation, the African Union) in the 
sub-region and elsewhere. 

 
11.0 Status of NEC’s Electoral Reform Matrix: 7-Steps (2007 to date) 
 
The Commission since 2007 to date has accomplished some major aspects of 
the Reform Matrix: 7 Steps, in its bid to be sustainable and institutionalized. 
These achievements range from Staff Capacity development, networking with 
other EMBs, infrastructural development and establishing Financial and 
Assets Management Systems.

The National Electoral Commission considers the period under review to be 
another milestone characterized by marked improvements particularly the 
implementation of the Seven Steps Reform Matrix which is nearing its 
completion.  

What stands out unique is the Commission’s determination on institutional 
capacity enhancement programmes that underpin upgrading staff and 
infrastructure to meet the challenges of the new millennium.    It further 
underscores institutionalization of human resource management wherein NEC 
staffs undertake professional training to enhance their capacity in elections 
management. The initiative to establish a formal institution of learning where 
civic and electoral education will be offered as a course leading to the award of 
certificates/diplomas is an added dimension. 

The Commission is putting in place modalities to kick start short-term Electoral 
Management Training programmes in collaboration with established educational 
institutions in the four regions of the country. Trained and qualified NEC Staff 
will serve as Lead Facilitators. 

It needs to be reiterated that successes of the Commission came about with the 
full collaboration and consultation with all stake holders in the electoral process. 
This will continue to form the spring board for NEC’s action plans for the years 
ahead leading to the 2012 general elections and local council elections. 

Networking with other Electoral Management Bodies (EMBs) and participating in 
International Observation Missions will continue to be hallmarks for the 
Commission’s strides to attain professionalism and international electoral 
standards to which the Government of Sierra Leone has subscribed, will continue 
to be maintained. 

Together with stakeholders especially the Government we will face the challenges 
of completing the NEC headquarters under construction at Tower Hill and 
manage other projects slated for the year 2009.
